Thence along William Listers line to a pine corner, thence along Thos Listers line to a pine, a corner tree thence along the said William Listers line to the Reddy Branch. Thence across the said branch running with McAlisters line to a stake corner, thence direct to the beginning for seventy nine acres be the same more or less. Together with all and singular, the rights members Hereditaments and appurtenances to the said premises belonging or in any wise incident or appertaining to have & to hold all and singular the premises before mentioned to the said Lamuel Boykin, his heirs Executors and Administrators to warrant and forever, defend all and singular the said premises to the said Lamuel Boykin, his heirs and assigns, against myself and my heirs, and against every person whomsoever lawfully claiming or to claim the same or any part thereof.
